and naturally some of the practices suggested strike me as more appropriate than others- but it’s all
about picking and choosing to make it meaningful for yourself and the people who might celebrate
with you.This one seemed to me to be somewhat less Wiccan than some of the others, if that

matters.

This entire series is worth buying if you are interested in more information on the Sabbats. Rituals,
prayers and even recipes and crafts are listed in these books for the occasion. A must have in

everyone’s collection! :D
