This charming book defies simple description. On one hand, it is a tale of adventure and discovery,
spanning North America from balmy Key West, Florida to the frigid waters of the Bering Sea off of

northwest Alaska. Hayward chases birds, common and rare, for the better part of a year up



mountains, across deserts, deep into spruce bogs, and even around sewage treatment ponds. On
the other hand, it is a personal narrative of one man’s mid-life crisis, and his wandering search for
meaning and redemption. The pacing is quick, the characters are vivid, and the story is often
laugh-out-loud funny. Interspersed among the action are the author’s reflections on nature, life, and
the complicated relationship that humans have both with the natural world and with each other.
Birders will appreciate reading about familiar haunts and exotic locations, and the avifauna that
frequents them. Everyone else will appreciate the artful writing, abundant humor, and thoughtful

musings about nature and life.
