Gwen is trying her best

to learn everything she needs to learn to blend into historical settings, but she is constantly being

compared to Charlotte (her cousin who already had 15+ years of time traveling training). Gwen

takes a pretty good attitude towards everything and I enjoyed reading about her.Gideon drove me

nuts, if I were Gwen I would have smacked him numerous times. He is so hot and cold about Gwen,

that I was never really sure where their relationship was going. A lot of page space is given to the

back and forths of their "relationship".
