One of them is the true heir of Merlin, the only person who can save

Avalon . . . and one of them is the dreaded child of the Dark Prophecy, fated to destroy it. As in his

acclaimed epic The Lost Years of Merlin, T. A. Barron has created a radiant, richly imagined world,

full of high adventure and un-forgettable characters.
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The Great Tree of Avalon by T.A. Barron is not only the best book by this masterful writer but one of

the best books ever written in the English language. It's truly riveting, fabulous, and full of surprises.

With colorful descriptions that make you feel like you are really there, Barron leads the reader

through a rip-roaring adventure of epic proportions.
